Our loving Subjects the 8ull Enjoyment of their Rights and Liberfes, both Re
and Givil : We therelire being refolved, as far as in Us lies, 0 reprefs the wicked and feditious Practicgs aforcfaid, and to
deter all Perfons from following fo pernicious an Example, have thought fit, by the Advice of Our Privy Council, to iffue
this Ouir Royal Proclanation, folemnly warning all Our loving Subjedts, as they tender their own Happinefs, and that of
their Pofterity, to guad againft all fuch Attempts which aim af the Subverfion of all regular Government within this King-
dom, and which are inconfiftent with the Peace ihd Order of Society 5 and eameftly exhorting themff all Times, and to
the utmoft of their Fower, to avoid and difcourage all Proccedings tending to produce Riots and Tumults: And We do
firialy charge and command all Our Magiftrates in and throyghout Our Kingdom of Grear Britain, that they do make
diligent Enquiry in prder o difcover the Authors and Printert of fuch wicked and feditious Writings as aforefaid ; and
all others who fhall difperfe the fame: And We do further gharge and command all Our Sheriffs, Juftices of the Peace,
Chief Magiftrates in Our Citics, Boroughs, and Corporationsggand all other Our Officers and Magiftrates throughout Ou
¢ Stations, take the moft immediate and effecual

Care to fupprefs and prevent all Riots, Turmults,
Perfon or Perfons, which, on whatever Pretext they may Be.
