The registers are handwritten on printed forms with the occasional rubber stamp.
Handwriting is often cramped or crossed out and goes up to page edges and very
centre of binding.

Sample of content for staff registers: Name, Date of Appointment, Date of Birth,
Age on Appointment, Date joined Superannuation Fund, Salary, Advanced Date,
Advanced Amount, Remarks (often contains resignation and date) or Name, Date
of Birth, Entered service, salary, increase (date & amount), present salary, retired

10 pieces containing approximately 9000 images and 3,700 records

Contains hard bound books ranging from foolscap size to A3 size (larger than A3
double spread) and individual’'s records cover a double spread. Pages are quite
dirty along the edges in places.

Covers may be loose or crumbling but pages are in generally good condition.
May be some small tears or some fragility to bindings in places. Sometimes
includes blank pages in sections of books.

Between 1st July 2008 and 1* July 2009 this series of records was requested in
the reading rooms at The National Archives some 180 times. In a package with
other related material it is expected to be of greater interest to the public.
Popularity would also be greatly increased by improved ease of access.
