HOW TO USE THIS SOURCE TO HELP YOU ANSWER THE BIG QUESTION :

Look carefully at this source and consider what it tells you about how workers were affected by the war and
how they contributed to the war effort. You should consider:

ASK YOURSELF:

Who is the main figure in the cartoon?

Is this a real individual or is he representing a group?

What are 'his kids'?

What is the trip they are going on?

What impression do you get of the man's attitude to the war effort?
Look at the date of the cartoon. Is this important?
