believe by a representative of Morrison) in 1861 or
1862. The copy was made by Bryan Dale then of Coggeshall
for Mr Davids, and was made use of to some extent by the
latter in his Annals of Nonconformity in Essex. The
original MS5. were doubtless returned to their owners.
Some part of the matter which they contained was I
think used for articles in the 'Essex Hemembrancer.,'

Joseph MORISON (1817-84) MI CYB was born at
Stebbing, Essex, and was minister of three succeassive
Epsex congregations, including that at South Ockendon,
1852-84. John BLACKBURN (1792-1855) ML CYB was borm in
the Minories, London, and was for a time (18157-22)
pastor of Finchingfield, Essex, where he accumulated
"those vast stores of information respecting ecclesiastical
and nonconforming history for whieh he was so distinguished".

The purpose of the two volumes is explained by Davids himself in
his Preface to the "Annals", p. vi: "I have also been at pains to secure
such information as I could obtain from Parochial Hegisters, and other
local sources. This involved me in an extensive correspondence,
especially with the clergy, not only of Essex, but also of other counties.
I cannot speak too thankfully of the kindness with which my enguiries
have been entertained, and, for the most part, answered. The replies
with which I have been favoured, amounting in number to nearly five
hundred, I shall carefully preserve, were it only for the honourable
testimony which they bear to the gentlemanly feeling, and the Christian
courtesy, which happily distinguish the clergy of our day."

In the following list, the second column gives the place about
which each letter imparts information. In most cases this is also the
address from which the letter is writtem, but where this is not so the
address is added in (). Places believed not to be in Essex have thair
COUNTY added (except for London addresses and the universities). The
final column gives the person by whom each letter was written. If this
person is known to have been the incumbent of a place in the second
column, he is marked H, ¥V, PC, or C, for rector, vicar, perpetual curate,
and curate, respectively.
